e 2,814 low-income renter households
in Nevada County do not have access
to an affordable home.

e State and federal funding for housing
production and preservation in Nevada
County is $3 million, an 82% decrease
from the year prior.

e 69% of extremely low-income (ELI)
households in Nevada County are
paying more than half of their income
on housing costs compared to 1% of
moderate-income households.
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e In 2023 in Nevada County, there were
only 386 beds available in the interim
and permanent housing supply for
persons experiencing homelessness.

e Renters in Nevada County need to earn
$25.14 per hour - 1.6 times the state
minimum wage - to afford the average
monthly asking rent of $1,307.
